The Lord spoke of the importance of this understanding and the pur-
pose for the signs when he stated:

"...Be not troubled, for ufien dl these things shall come to pass' ye
may know that the promises which have been made unto you shdl be
tulfilled.'(D6.C 4525b)

\7ith reasonable research, it is easy to see that contemporary proph..y
writers are confronted with a dilemma. That is, how do you explain the
basic absence of biblical references to the most powerful nation ever to
exist upon the face of the earth? Is there a role for this nation cdled
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America in Prophecy, Part One

America in the time ahead? There does not seem to be a consensus of opinion or
interpretation on this subject. Some writers reference obscure biblical passages and
apply various personal perspectives. Others say America does not have a place in
end times prophecy because it will decline as a nation and have no significant
influence upon the future. It is not my intent to make detailed comment on these

biblical interpretations. I will, instead,
present The Book of Mormon as the
scriptural source that offers a more com-
plete explanation of America in prophe-
cy.

One might ask, why would God
choose The Book of Mormon for this
fuller explanation rather than the Bible?
The reason is simple. The Book of
Mormon has the authoriry to do so
because this is Joseph's land and America
resides within it as a mighry nation
established by God. It is called the land
ofJoseph because the Lord made a
covenant with him that this would be
the land of his inheritance. America,
upon the face of this land, is a mighry
nation because it was established by the
power of God. Therefore, the prophets
from the seed of Joseph were command-
ed and empowered to record the signifi-
cant prophetic events relating to this
land and to this nation. This record has
come to us today by the gift and power
of God and is called The Book of
Mormon.

Let us see what The Book of Mormon
actually says about America. I will look
at just a few passages for time and space
and allow you to do some of your own
study. First, let us look at 1 Nephi 3.
This chapter, one of the longest in The
Book of Mormon, is among the most
important prophetic sequences found
concerning this land and this nation. It
is an overview of the manifestation of

Jesus Christ to the world within the
context of the Nephite prophetic world-
view concerning the Jews and Gentiles.
It is important to read and understand
all of it. For now, I will quote just a few
selected verses to focus on the theme of
this article in the establishment of
America as a Christian nation.

"And I looked and beheld a man
among the Gentiles, who was separat-
ed from the seed of my brethren by
the many waters; and I beheld the
Spirit of God, that it came down and

wrought upon the man; and he went
forth upon the many waters, even
unto the seed of my brethren, who
were in the promised land. And it
came to pass that I beheld the Spirit
of God, that it wrought upon other
Gentiles; and they went forth out of
captivity, upon the many waters.
And it came to pass that I beheld
many multitudei of the Gentiles
upon the land of promise; ... And it
came to pass that I, Nephi, beheld
that the Gentiles who had gone
forth out of captivity did humble
themselves before the Lord, and the
power of the Lord was with theml"
(1 Nephi 32147-149, 152)

This scripture clearly illustrates that
the establishment of this nation, uDOn
the face of this land, was bv th. .t'ill of
God.

Even in early conflicts, the Lord
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protected America. God insured its
survival against overwhelming odds
that many historians and military ana-
lysts have described as impossible to
achieve. Nephi says this in prophecy
and describes this conflict for inde-
pendence, known in history as the
Revolutionary'War, as follows:

"And I beheld that their mother
Gentiles were gathered together
upon the waters, and upon the land
also, to batde against them; And I
beheld that the power of God was
with tfiem; and dso that
the wratfi of God was
upon all those that were
gathered together against
them to battle. And I,
Nephi, beheld that the
Gentiles that had gone
out of captivitywere
delivered by the power
of God out of the hands
of all other nations.
And it came to pass that
I, Nephi, beheld tfiat
they did prosper in the
land. And I beheld a
book, and it was carried
fonh among them."

(l Nephi 3:r53-r57)

It is the power of God that
inspired the founders of
America to greater heights of
understanding in the gov-
ernment of the people
and the manegement
of a nation. The
words of the
Declaration of
Independence, Con-
stitution and many
other documents of
government all point to
the presence of heaven
and the divine providence upon our
country. Inspired words meshed into
the fabric of government such as:

"Ve hold these truths to be self
evident. .." (Deckration of
Ind4end,tnce)

*... 'W'e 
mutudly pledge to each

our lives, our fornrnes and our
sacred honor. " (Deckrarton of
Independence)

*We the people of the United
States, in order to form a more per-
fect union ..." (Consrtntioo)
'Words 

revealed from heaven through
the Holy Spirit and Christian princi-
ples found in the Bible deliver America
as a Christian nation born among the
Gentiles. Our early history if visualized
and thought upon with any degree of
fairness, clearly points to a divine po\M-
er that has forged the destiny of Ameri-
ca into a blessed nadon within the land

of promise - a nation having its most
basic foundations firmly resting upon
God. Phrases like: "God Bless Ameri-
ca", "In God'We Tiust" and "One
Nation Under God" echo in the halls
and institutions of our early republic.
Declarations of Christian faith from
our early founders reflect these divine
principles. Examples such as:

"It is impossible to righdy govern

the world without God and the
Bible. " (Gcotge Vashingan)

"Our Constitution was made only
for a moral and religious peopl"."
Aoho '4dams)

"It cannot be emphasized too
strongly or t(x) often that this gpeat
nation was founded ... by
Christians, not on religions, but on
the gospel of Jesus Chiist. " (Partch
Henry)
Read the words found in what I call

The Book of Mormon. In I Nephi 7,
we read a clear description ofAmerica!

Part 2 - America:
A Standard for the Fullness of the Gentiles

o summarize Part 1, America was established as a Christian
nation with a divine purpose. I quote the following paragraph
for emphasis:

W'hen Moroni spoke to Joseph Smith Jr. on the
evening of September 21,1823, he made a pro-
found statement that is often overlooked or misun-
derstood. He said "the fullness of the Gentiles was
soon to come in." This is documented in church
history.

Moroni was clear that the time was soon for the
fulfillment of a prophetic event called the fullness of
the Gentiles. This event would complete God's
focus in the manifesting of Jesus Christ to the
Gentile nations and have the effect of moving the
prophetic sequence forward. This prophetic
sequence is best described in I Nephi 3:198-200.

placed the firlfillment of the events spoken of by the prophets,

"And the time cometh that he shall manifest himself
unto all nations, both unto the Jews, and also unto the
Gentiles; And after he has manifested himself unto the

Jews and also unto the Gentiles; then he shall manifest
himself unto the Gentiles, and also unto the Jews, And
the last shall be first, and the first shall be last."

'We 
will use the drawing on the following page to visualize

the prophetic sequence
described in this scripture,
so please keep this diagram
before you for reference as
we study its importance.

\7e can see this prophet-
ic sequence is true by
examining scriptural histo-
ry and comparing it with
the drawing from left to
right. First, Jesus Christ
manifested himself to the

Jews in the flesh. Then, as
we move to the right, He
was manifested unto the
Gentiles by the aposdes as
recorded in the New
Testament. Next, we
notice an important
prophetic word. This word
is "then." It suggests a
break in the manifesting of

Jesus Christ with authoriry
to the world.'We have
often called this the apostasy or the dark ages. Moving fur-
ther right we see Jesus Christ being manifested with authori-
ry again unto the Gentiles. 

'We 
call this the Restoration.

Finally, Jesus Christ will be manifested again and for the last
time to the Jews. The last shall be first and the first shall be
last. In other words, the Jews will be first and last in the
sequence.

Notice something important as illustrated by the arrows in
the drawing.As you move through the prophetic sequence
from left to right, there is always a prophetic event that caus-
es the sequence to move forward to the right. It never does so
until the promises of God are kept and his covenants are
complete for the current time. I will call the prophetic event
that causes the prophetic sequence to move forward a
"prophetic trigger." The prophetic trigger is an event or situa-
tion that God has stated in scripture which will cause the
current event in the prophetic sequence to end and the next
event to begin. This is like a trigger on a rifle. W'hen the trig-
ger is pulled, a reaction will occur. For example, the prophet-
ic trigger that manifested Jesus Christ to the Jews was the
coming of the Messiah in the flesh, just as the prophets fore-
told. The gospel went first to the Jews through Jesus Christ.
\7e should also remember The Book of Mormon tells us the
gospel went to all the tribes of Israel and not just the Jews at

Jerusalem as Jesus Christ visited each of them. Therefore, in
this context, the word "Jews" represents all the tribes of the

house of Israel (1 Nephi 4:27).The next prophetic trigger
was the bestowal of authoriry upon the apostles to take the
gospel to the Gentiles. \We know this did occur and is written
in the New Testament. The falling ^way of the church was
the prophetic trigger that caused the apostasy. The apostasy
became the prophetic trigger to cause the gospel to be
brought again to the Gentiles. We call this the Restoration,

and this brings us to our
d^y.

The next logical ques-
tion is, "\(hat will be the
prophetic trigger God will
use ro emPower the taking
of the gospel from the
Gentiles back to the

Jews?" He tells us, as did
Moroni, that it will be a
prophetic trigger known
in scripture as "the full-
ness of the Gentiles." The
fullness of the Gentiles is
a spiritual condition cul-
minating in a ripening of
iniquity. This condition
will exist among all the
nations of the Gentiles
but especially in America
as the standard of the
Gentiles. This fullness will
cause God, for the last
time, to recover His peo-

ple who are of the house of Israel. It is the covenant He has
made with them.

Let us look at some scripture to support this view starting
with a rather lengthy quote from Ether l:29-35.

"And the Lord would not suffer that they should stop
beyond the sea in the wilderness, but he would that they
should come forth even unto the land of promise, which
was choice above a[ other lands, which the Lord God had
preserved for a righteous people; And he had sworn in his
wrath unto the Brother of Jared, that whoso should pos-
sess this land of promise, from that time henceforth and
forever, should serve him, the true and only God, or they
should be swept offwhen the fullness of his wrath should
come upon them. And now we can behold the decrees of
God concerning this land, that it is a land of promise,
and whatsoever nation shall possess it, shall serve God, or
they shall be swept off when the firllness of his wrath
shall come upon them. And the fullness of his wrath
cometh upon them when they are ripened in iniquity; for
behold, this is a land which is choice above all other
lands; wherefore he that doth possess it shdl serve God,
or shall be swept off; for it is the everlasting decree of
God. And it is not until the fullness of iniquity among
the children of the land, that they are swept off. And
this cometh unto you, O ye Gentiles, that ye may know
the decrees of God, that ye may repent, and not continue

in your iniquities until the fullness come, that ye may not
bring dovm the fullness of the wrath of God upon you, as
the inhabitants of the land have hitherto done. Behold,
this is a choice land, and whatsoever nation shall possess
it, shall be free from bondage, and from captivity, and
from all other nations under heaven, if they will but serre
the God of the land, who is Jesus Christ who hath been
manifested by the things which we have written."

Notice the many uses of the word "fullness." It is a spiritu-
al condition that God will measure among the Gentiles. The
words "ripened in iniquity' are used to describe it. It is
important to note that the L,ord is not only speaking to the
Gentiles in a general context, but is dso speaking to the
nation that shall possess the land. In Part I of this article,
the point was made that the nation which will possess this
land of promise is America. It is America that is held espe-
cially accountable for the spiritual condition representing the
fullness of the Gentiles. It will be America, as the standard of
spiritual measurement, we will need to examine to see if this
prophetic trigger called the fullness of the Gentiles has
occurred. Moroni, in 1823, said that it would be soon.
Please remember, there are other fulfilled prophetic signs
that point to this event, but we will focus on America for
this article.

Vrhat can we observe to determine the spiritual condition
of America? First, look at the prwious scripture from Ether.
America, the nation that possesses the land of promise, must
serve the God of the land who is Jesus Christ. The reason
this is the first test of spiritudity for America is because it
was established as a Christian nation. Therefore, the Lord's
first expectation for America will be a basic belief in Jesus
Christ as Savior.

Has America moved away, in any significant way, from
this basic expectation? The answer is a resounding yes! Every
aspect of government, judicial process and public life is mov-
ing at light speed to reject the right of America to remain a
Christian nation. The misunderstood and misinterpreted
idea called "separation of church and state" has been mristed
into many forms in order to reject Jesus Christ as God. That
is why the phrase "God bless America" is generally accepted
as patriotic in nature without much thought concerning the

question as to which God is
being referenced. Ether makes
this perfectly clear. 

'W'e, 
in

America, must serve the God
who is Jesus Christ or we will
be swept offwhen the fullness
comes. \7hen God is refer-
enced in respect to America,
then the following test should
be considered. If the God ref-
erenced is not Jesus Christ,
then it is not God. It is a false
God.

\U7hat are some other spiri-
tual signs for America con-
cerning the fullness of the

Gentiles? To see these, let us go to the words of Christ found
in 3 NephiT:34.

*...At that day, when the Gentiles shall sin against my
gospel, and shall tg."t the fullness of my gospel, and
shall be lifted up in the pride of their hearts above all
nations, and above all the people of the whole earth, and
shall be filled with all manner of lyttgr, and of deceits,
and of mischiefs, and all manner of h1pocriry, and mur-
ders, and priestcrafts, and whoredoms, and of secret
abominations; "

Notice the spiritual list in the scripture above. Lett discuss
it in detail to see if the signs are ffue for America. The Lprd
uses the word "whert'' because He knows it is going to hap-

Vhen the Gentiles:
. Sin against my gospel and reject the fullness of the

gospel. Note that these are two separate and distinct phras-
es. This is important because we first consider America,
established as a Christian nation, as the spiritual standard for
the Gentiles. America will first sin against the gospel, which
is the basic belief in Jesus Christ as Savior. 

'We 
learned this

in I Nephi 3 in Part I of this article. Secondly, Americawill
reject the fullness of the gospel and has pretty much done so
since the Restoration and the coming forth of The Book of
Mormon. How many organized religions, not associated
with the Restoration, can you name who have officially
accepted it as the word of God?

'W'e 
also must consider churches, groups, organizations and

individuals that claim authority through the Restoration but
still reject the fullness of the gospel. How is this possible?
One way ir by the "practical" rejection of The Book of
Mormon as the word of God. Practical rejection means to
ignore its purpose and message in our personal and corpo-
rate lives because of indifference or complacency.

. Are lifted up in pride above all nations. The reason the
word "Gentiles" is used separately from the phrase "all
nations" is because America, as a nation, is the spiritual stan-
dard of all the Gentile nations. Our pride and arrogance is
unsurpassed for our time as we attribute our success to
human intelligence, prosperity and military strength rather

Lasto
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than God's power. This is exacdy like the Jaredites and Neph-
ites before they were swept offthe land.

. Filled with all manner of ly-trgr and deception. The
word of a person is no longer a bond that is kept. Handshakes
are no longer a conffact with any merit. It is common to
watch people intentionally lie to get gain and do so with no
remorse or thought. Legal contracts are frequendy broken
with little consequence. The covenants made with God are
often broken and reveal how people lie to God. It is easy to
see that Satan, the father of [ies, has been heavily involved in
this spiritual sign.

. Filled with all manner of mischiefs. A few years ago, we
moved into a new house in a new subdivision. In a short time,
we had an angel statue stolen from our yard, the window of
our truck broken and the grass damaged by mischievous peo-
ple.'We drive in our cities and see the graffiti running raln-
pant.'We see millions of dollars in damage to individuds and
businesses as technical experts intentionally create computer
viruses with the sole intent of causing harm.'W'e have evolved
into a practical joke society.

. Filled with all manner of
hypocrisy. Liars actively prac-
tice hypocrisy. They cannot be
separated.'We do need to
remember that hypocrites are
not those who sincerely try to
do the right thing, make mis-
takes, and try again.This is a
common misunderstanding.
Hypocrisy is the intentional
lnrg and deception found
when we publicly present the
perception of correctness but
privately know that we will do
our own will. That is why

Jesus called the Scribes and
Pharisees hypocrites.

. Filled with all manner of
murders. The Department of

Jusdce reports there are about
20,000 violent murders in
America each year. Howeve!
we must consider dso that
there are between I to 2 mil-
lion abortions each year in
America depending on the
source. According to the
\7orld Health Organization,
there are about 40 million
abortions each year in the
world. There have been about
40 million abortions in
America since Roe vs \Wade.

. Filled with all manner of
priestcrafts. The Book of
Mormon tells us that priest-

crafts are what men set themselves up for a light unto the
world (2 Nephi 11:105). In other words, follow me. Observe
the number of new groups that arise from splits and dissen-
sions. The leaders of these are often priesthood men who gath-
er followers based on personal beliefs and interpretations in
order to gain power. It seems to be a never-ending process.
Another aspect of the definition is providing ministry for
money (Al-" 1:8,17). One only has to turn on the television
and radio to observe this form of priestcraft.

. Filled with dl manner of whoredoms. In his article
entitled "Ethics and Religion," Mike McManus presents this
summary of his research: "'W'hat's the legacy of Americat
"sexual revolution?" from 1960 to 2000, the number of cou-
ples cohabiting has soared from 430,000 to 5 million, and
the number of babies born out of wedlock jumped from
224,000 to 1,350,000, from 5 to 33 percent of births."
Homosexualiry premarital sex and a host of other unchris-
tian sexual habits have permeated our society. The rapid
spread of a modern plague called AIDS is another physical
indicator of this spiritual sign.

. Filled with dl manner of secret abominations. Think of the scan-
dals in corporate America as one example. No need to elaborate.

\Whenever I teach this verse (3 Nephi 7:34), there is often at least one
person who asks why we would dwell on such negative things. The
answer is simple.'We need to allow the signs to point to the purpose for
which they are given. Otherwise, there is no reason for them to exist. God
does not waste His time filling scripture with meaningless information.
The signs tell us where we are in the prophetic sequence. In other words,
when these signs are fulfilled, prepare yourselves for what God will do
next. God wants His people to be aware and involved in what He is
doing. Since we know where we are in the prophetic sequence, we under-
stand that it is the Jews who will now be remembered by God. In
America, this will occur among the Lamanites, and then all of the house
of Israel. Let us quoteJesus in 3 NephiT:35 to make the point.

"And if they shall do all these things, and shall reject the fullness of
my gospel, behold, saith the Fat'her, I will bring the fullness of my
gospel from among them; And then will I remember my covenant
which I have made unto my people, O house of Israel, and I will
bring my gospel unto them; And I will shew unto thee, O house of
Israel, that the Gentiles shall not have power over you, but I will
remember my covenant unto you, O house of Israel, and ye shall
come qnto the knowledge of the fullness of my gospel."

There we have it. The power of God is shifting. The fullness of the
Gentiles will be the prophetic trigger that will complete the prophetic
sequence. I believe this trigger has been pulled.

At the same time, remember there is always hope for the Gentiles who
repent because we are told in 3 Nephi 7:38 the following:

"But if the Gentiles will repent, and return unto me, saith the
Father, behold, they shall be numbered among my people, O house of
Israel;"

God will always recover those who will listen. Even though the
prophetic trigger has been pulled and the power of God will now focus
on the house of Israel, the Gentiles who will believe, repent and return to
Christ will be numbered among the house of Israel. In this context, the
house of Israel is spiritual in nature. This spiritual standard will be true
for the Jews as well. God is no respecter of persons in spiritual expecta-
tions. The spiritual house of Israel, in the latter days, will be the covenant
people of the Lord, regardless of the physical lineage from which we are
born. 

'Whether 
we are Jew or Gentile, our response to God will determine

if we are included. A good reference for this basic truth is found in

2 Nephi 12:77-78 which states:

"For behold, I say unto you, That as many of the Gentiles as will
repent, are the covenant people of t'he Lord; and as many of the Jews
as will not repent, shall be cast off; For the Lord covenanteth with
none, save it be with them that repent and believe in his Son, who is
the Holy One of Israel."
\0(here does this leave us as a people? There is much to be done. God

has given us all these signs so we may know the promises he has made to
us will be fulfilled. There must be a people, for our time, prepared by
covenant and endowed by the Holy Ghost to accomplish the higher Pur-
poses of God. Our decision, both individually and collectively, will decide
if we are the recipients of blessings or judgments in the time ahead. This
will be the subject for Part 3 of this article - America: A Place of
Blessings and Judgments. May the Lord bless your desire to serve. t

Part 3 - America:
A Place of
Blessings and
Judgments

o summarize this article thus far, America
was established as a Christian nation with a
divine purpose. This bestowed upon it the

role of being a standard of spiritud measurement
for frrlfilling the times of the Gentiles. I quote
the closingparagraph from Part2 for emphasis:

"V/here does this leave us as a people? There
is much to be done. God has given us all
these srgns so we may know the promises He
has made to us will be fulfilled. There must
be a people, for our time, prepared by
covenant and endowed by the Holy Ghost to
accomplish the higher purposes of God. Our
decision, both individually and collectively,
will decide if we are the recipients of blessings
or judgments in the time ahead..."

The time will come when each person must
decide to be with Jesus Christ or to be against
Him according to His definition. There will be
no gray areas, partial truths, or the spinning of
truth that our society has become so skilled at
doing. All the choices we now claim, with such
asseftive independence, will be condensed into
only nvo clear choices. The scriptures say it this
way as I quote:

"He that is not with me, is against me; and
he that gathereth not with me, scattereth. "
(Luhe 11:24)

"For the time speedily cometh, that the lord
God shdl cause e great division among the
people; and the wicked will he destroy and he
will spare his people,ye, even if it so be that
he must destroy the wicked by fire . "

(2 Nephi t2:90)

"For the time cometh, saith the l^amb of
God, that I will work a great and a marvelous
work among the children of men; A work
which shall be everlasting, either on the one
hand or on the other; Either to the convincing
of them unto peace and life eternal, or unto
the deliverance of them to the hardness of
their hearts and the blindness of their minds,
unto their being brought down into captivity
and also unto destruction, both temporally
and spiritually..."

(I Nephi 3:214-216)
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"...Behold, there are save nno churches only: The one is the church of
the Lamb of God, and the other is the church of the devil;"
(1 NEhi 3:220-221)

"... And Zion cannot be built up unless it is by the principles of
the law of the celestial kingdom, otherwise I cannot receive her unto
myself;" (D&C 102:2c)
'We 

could go on and on with more examples.

In America, as this choice becomes more apparent with each passing
day, there will be physical and spiritual expressions of the blessings and
judgments of God that run individually and concurrently. Two groups of
people, representing this great division, each will include true believers or
unbelievers, but not both. These two groups, who will be the recipients

of the blessings and judgments, can be easily identified in the following
scriptures

Group 1 - Blessings for the True Believers
"But if the Gentiles will repent, and return unto me, saith the

Father, behold, they shdl be numbered among my people, O house of
Israel; And I will not suffer my people, who are of the house of Israel,
to go through among them, and tread them down, saith the Father. "
(3 Nephi 7:3s-39)

"Wherefore, he will preserve the righteous by his power..."
(t NEbi 7:36)

"Behold, this is a choice land, and whatsoever nation shdl possess
it, shall be free from bondage, and from captivity, and from all other
nations under heaven, if they will but serve the God of the land, who
is Jesus Christ..." (Ether 1:35)

"And it shall come to pass, among the
wicked, that every man that will not talre his
sword against his neighbo6 must needs flee
nnto Zion for safety. " (D&C 45:13a)

Group 2 - Judgments for the
Unbelievers

"But if they will not turn unto me, and
hearken unto my voice, I \ rill suffer them,
yee,l will suffer my people O house of
Israel, that they shall go through among
them, and shall tread them down. And they

shall be as salt that
hath lost its savor,
which is thenceforth
good for nothing, but
to be cast out, and to
be trodden under foot
of my people, O
house of Israel."

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Prophetic Signs for America
Are there any prophetic signs from the past, present or

future that will illustrate the bestowal of blessings and judg-

ments upon America? I want to state what is factual and try

to avoid speculation. I prefer to cover the judgments first,

because it allows us to easily
see how and why God has
provided a means to pre-
serve the faithful. So please
don't become quickly dis-
couraged or concerned, but
rather wait until the end of
the article so you can see the
perfect balance in the choice
before us. Let us look at
some of the signs.

Signs of Judgments for
America

Jesus Christ, in his
prophecies of the latter days
found in 3 Nephi 7:40-41,
tells us the house of Israel
will be empowered to go
through the unbelieving
Gentiles as a young lion
among the sheep. For
America, this especially
includes the Lamanites as a
part of the house of Israel.
Generally speaking, many
Book of Mormon scholars
acknowledge that the
Lamanites are some subset
of the American Indian and
Hispanic cultures. Assuming
this is correct, what evidence
is there that the above
prophecy is occurring as

Jesus said it would? Let's
look at these judgments in
no particular order.

Definition: teading down
means to overcome, subdue
and obtain victory over an
opponent or enemy.

How will the Lamanites
be able to come among and
tread down the unbelieving
Gentiles in America?

Fact: John Henderson, in
"secrets of the Last Sunrise,"
states there are about 37 |
treaties with the American
Indians that have been bro-
ken by the government.

This has generated numerous lawsuits still pending in the

courts over rights of land ownership, national sovereignry etc.

The final decisions of these cases will determine who are the

rightful owners of properry etc. You can imagine the effect this

would have as it ripples through our nation. It would rePresent
a huge, maybe even the
largest, transfer of physical,
financial. and influential
wealth. \,Xy'ho knows what the
courts will do these days,
especially if the Lord wills it?
How many years ago was it
when we thought the courts,
including the Supreme
Court, would never allow
abortion, eliminate prayer
from school, or remove refer-
ences of God from public
life?

Fact: The immigration
from Mexico over the last few
decades has escalated at an
alarming rate. It is becoming
a major topic of discussion in
\Washington. It is a high pri-
oriry of discussion between
President Bush and President
Fox of Mexico. President Fox
has openly stated his support
for much more legal immi-
gration, and President Bush
has been one of the most sup-
portive U.S. Presidents of this
poliry in recent memory.
Already, there are hundreds of
thousands of illegal Hispanics
coming across the border
each year and the number is
growing. Research sources
vary flrom about 300,000 to

500,000 annually. Keep in
mind these numbers repre-
sent only those identified and
not those who successfully
make the journey undetected.
There are currently about 35
million in the United States
and 40 million expected by
the year 2010. Who knows
horv many actually reside here
when considering both legal
and illegal immigrants?
According to the 2000 cen-
sus, for the first time in histo-

ry the Hispanic population is
the largest minoriry in
America. Hispanics currently
control the majority vote in
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many precincts of California, New Mexico, Arizona, and
Texas. For a quick and unofficial poll, just go buy a ham-
burger at some fast food restaurants and observe the ethnic
background of the employees. Jesus Christ said the Laman-
ites, as part of the house of Israel, would go forth among the
Gentiles. \Mhat do you think?

Fact: There is an interesting article, written by syndicated
columnist Joseph Farah, called "Americat Palestinians." The
author has identified organizations of Hispanics in the
southwest who have the
intent to rally the votes neces-
sary to secede states, like
California, New Mexico,
Arizona and Texas from the
union and create a sovereign
Hispanic state called
Republica del Norte, with Los
Angeles as the capital. One of
these orglanizations is called
La Raza (literally, "The

Race"). You may remember
that it was the seceding of
South Carolina from the
union that triggered the
beginning of our own Civil
\Var. They believe the land
was originally taken illegally
from Mexico, and they plan
to use our democracy to get it
back. Therefore, they relate
their cause as similar to the
Palestinians of the Middle
East. One must assume that if
democracy does not work,
then other forms of influence
may be explored up to and
including violence.

Fact: Terrorism has official-
ly reached our borders. Vith
it has come the potential of
\fMD ('Weapons of Mass
Destruction). A new cabinet
position called the Depart-
ment of Homeland Securiry
has been created for protec-
tion. Our standing images and the works of our hands have
aheady been attacked, just as Jesus stated in 3 Nephi 9:103.

Fact: Our economy is a roller coaster ride. Most
Americans, along with the experts in such areas, basically
agree that the economic mistakes of the past can never hap-
pen again because we have used our intelligence to fix them
and implement financial protections. The unbelieving
Gentiles always demonstrate this kind of pride and arrogance
as a primary spiritual attribute.

and much more.. .

\7e have been considering facts surrounding the judg-
ments God will bestow upon the unbelievers. If we are true

believers, then these facts should not trouble us. There is a
place of refuge and safery that God will raise up to deliver
his people from these judgments. It is called Zion, the New

Jerusalem, and the power of heaven will come down to
reside there. How can such a place be necessary lf the judg-
ments never come? The answer is, they cannot! The status
quo of today must and will move aside to make room for the
prophetic word of God to be fulfilled. This has always been
true in history and will continue to be true until the end. It

is a mistake of gigantic pro-
portions to assume that every-
thing around us will remain
the same in light of latter day
prophecy.

Signs of Blessings for
America

Now lett look at a few facts
concerning the blessings for
America, in no particular
order.

Fact: America was estab-
lished as a Christian nation
and remains free as a land of
liberry.

Fact: America, in its histo-
ry, has been blessed with
prosperiry and power from
God.

Fact: The great and mar-
velous work has come forth
within it.

Fact: The Book of Mormon
has come forth by the gift
and power of God within it.

Fact: There are now about
10 mill ion people in the
world who believe The Book
of Mormon is the word of
God. About 5 mill ion of
them are in America.

Fact: There are now about
3 million Lamanites (using

the definition above) in the world who believe The Book of
Mormon is the word of God. Only a few of them are in
America. There will be more coming.

Fact: Zion, the New Terusalem, has not been built. It will
be established.

Fact: The covenant people of the Lord (as God defines it),
speaking collectively and not individually, cannot be unique-
ly identified. They will be raised up.

Fact: Book of Mormon believers remain in a scattered con-
dition. They will be gathered.

Fact: The power of heaven, at the spiritual level described
by Jesus Christ, has not come down to a collective people
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within our scope of observation. It will come down.

Fact: The believing Lamanites have not gathered to the New Jerusalem
in significant numbers. They will come.

and much more.. .
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One can perceive the silence that must be
falling over us as we read these facts. I hope it
makes us seriously think as a PeoPle. It seems
the judgmen$ upon the unbelievers are moving
faster than the coming forth of a covenant Peo-
ple. This does not mean that God's work is
frustrated.'We can be assured His promises will
all be fulfilled. Instead, it challenges us and
makes us wonder who will step forward to be
the people of God for our time. There are
many blessings waiting to come forth to such a
people. There are also many judgments waiting
to come forth to the rebellious.

The decision is before us. Are we true believ-
ers or unbelievers? This question goes far
beyond being solely a member of an institution
or organization.It goes far beyond what we
declare ourselves to be or whether we can trace
our ancestry through a particular historical
path. Instead, it is dl about who we really are
in the eyes of God that will identify us as the
recipients of blessings or judgments in the time
ahead. Vhich are you? M"y the Lord bless your
desire to know and understand these things.
There is much that depends on our decision. In
closing, it is my desire to express a personal
prayer for this nation that I love. In the name
of Jesus Christ, God bless America! t
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
